Golden Lane Leisure Centre Netball League Rules

1. All matches are to be played to AENA rules (http://www.englandnetball.co.uk/The_Game/Playing_Netball/index.php ) and will consist of 2 halves of 14 minutes plus a 2 minute break will be allowed for half time.  
2. There should always be one umpire per match, which will be arranged by the league administrator. In the unlikely event there is no umpire available for your match the team will umpire their own game.
3. Captains are to toss a coin to choose either to take first centre pass or to choose ends, before they come on court. 

4. Scoring - 3 points for a win, 2 points for a draw, and 1 point will be awarded to the losing side should they score half or more than the winning team's score. 

5. Any team arriving late will have one goal per minute awarded against them up to 10 minutes - after this time the game will be awarded to the opposition.  

6. If a game is awarded to a team by default, 3 points will be awarded
7. A First Aid kit and first aider will be available at all times from Golden Lane Leisure Centre. 
8. Bibs and balls will be supplied by the league. The bibs supplied must be worn by both teams. 
9. Suitable footwear must by worn e.g. Trainers.  
10. NO JEWELLERY of any kind to be worn during a match. The only exception being wedding rings which must be taped. Jewellery is dangerous to both the wearer and other players. Nails must also be cut short. Both jewellery and nails will be checked by the umpire.  

11. No smoking or alcohols, whatsoever, are permitted on the premises. 

12. The organisers take no responsibility for any injury, damage or theft to persons or their property incurred as a result of taking part in the Netball League. 

13. Insurance – Golden Lane Leisure Centre holds public liability insurance. Any personal insurance must be the player's own responsibility. 

14. Matches may only be cancelled by the administrator. No other postponements or cancellations are allowed. If weather is inclement or the court unsafe for play, teams will be notified and the match re-arranged by the administrator.
15. If a complaint is made it should be reported in writing and submitted to the administrator of the League within 2 weeks of the incident. 

16. No added injury time will be allowed during a league match. Injuries should be treated with care and only moved off court when considered safe to do so by a qualified first aider. 
17. Match result should be received by the administrator via email by the Friday following the evening the match is played (Tuesdays). All results must be sent by both teams playing the match.
Any result not received within TEN days of the match date will result in the offending team not receiving the appropriate points. 
18. The result must contain the name of the team sending in the card, game start time, date, score and player of the match for each team.  

19. All games are to start on time
20. If any umpire feels that a player is being abusive to either them or a team member then the umpire can send a player off, they will then inform the administrator in writing within 2 weeks. The punishment for this will result in a team being deducted 3 points. 
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
